Biodegradable Euro Sponge ($1.99), Loofah Sponge
($4.99 for two) an all-natural, biodegradable and an-
ti-bacterial sponge on one side and natural loofah on
the other and the Euro Cloth ($3.99 for three), that
functions like a paper towel and a sponge. The Euro
Cloth is made from sustainable pine trees, is anti-
bacterial, dishwasher safe and biodegradable. The
packaging is meant to be turned into a bird feeder.
